Classes will be held on Thursdays, from 6 pm to 8:30 pm, beginning March 23, 2023. The format will be a 
mixture of class and activity settings. The minimum age for enrollment is 18 years of age. The application 
deadline is March 9, 2023. 

 
The Academy will conclude at the City Council meeting on Tuesday, May 16, 2023, with a brief graduation 
presentation.
